BIBLE STORY SUMMARY: 

• David wanted to build a temple for
God.

• God told David that he would not
build a temple, but David’s son
would build the temple.

• God promised that the Messiah
would come from David’s family.

KEY PASSAGE: Psalm 145:13

BIG PICTURE QUESTION:

• How is Jesus the perfect King? Jesus
perfectly rules over the universe as
the King of kings.

FAMILY DISCUSSION STARTERS:

• Why is it important that Jesus was
born into David’s family?

• Can you think of other promises
God has kept?

• Can you think of promises God
will keep in the future?

FAMILY ACTIVITY:

• Do research to learn about some of
the people in your family line. Talk
to your kids about Jesus’ family,
and clarify that the Bible teaches us
that God adopts us into His family
when we trust in Jesus.

Family Line
INSTRUCTIONS: Start at Abraham and follow the winding line to find the correct order of the selected names 
from Jesus’ family line.
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Story Point: God promised that the 
Messiah would come from David’s family.

Big Picture Question: How is Jesus 
the perfect King? Jesus perfectly rules over the 
universe as the King of kings.

Christ Connection: God promised 
David that every future king of Israel would 
come from David’s family, and David’s 
kingdom would last forever. God kept His 
promise by sending His Son, Jesus, as one of 
David’s descendants. Jesus is our King who 
will never die; He will rule over God’s people 
forever.
